SPECIAL CALLED MEETING MINUTES
The Mayor and Council of the City of Dunwoody held a Special Called Meeting on Monday, October 13, 2008 at 7:00pm.  The Council Meeting was held in the Dunwoody United Methodist Church located at 1548 Mount Vernon Road, Dunwoody, Georgia 30338.  Present for this meeting were the following:

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE led by Council Member Shortal.

MINUTES:  Council Member Shortal motioned to approve the October 7, 2008 Council Minutes as presented.  Council Member Wittenstein seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

AGENDA APPROVAL:  Council Member Wittenstein made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Councilman Shortal seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Mayor Wright reminded everyone of the three minute time limit period.  
Bob Dallas addressed the council regarding their vision for the city, to look long term and to keep the citizens involved.  
Restaurant owner Jim Gilmore asked the council to consider the restaurant closing hours for when they take up Chapter 4.  He suggested and volunteered to serve on an Ad Hoc committee to provide feedback to the council before they vote on this chapter.  
Small business owner, and Dunwoody resident, Haywood Wescott from District 2 voiced concern on the “No-Bid” process.  He asked for more transparency, concerned that if there is not a fair bid process, the good ole boys system will take a hold in our new city. 

Max Lehmann voiced voters felt that CH2M Hill was going to be the city manager, however the cost is important, to not rush the process; he expressed his appreciation for Mr. Heneghan council meeting postings and asked the council to state their names prior to speaking so people will know who is speaking.  Mr. Lehman asked the council to consider police coverage during this transition period.  He volunteered to help with a task force.  
Cheryl Summers, a 20 year resident, supported cityhood, voiced concern that we will not be contracting out for services.  CH2M Hill offers flexibility in staffing.
Bob Leavey addressed council regarding Chapter 4: this ordinance is similar to Sandy Springs, Fulton County…he lives in Dunwoody and would like this ordinance to be more reflective of Dekalb County not Fulton County.  He volunteered to help on an Ad Hoc Committee as was suggested earlier.
Joe Devita, thanked council for providing open public discussion prior to adopting any ordinance.  He encouraged openness and transparency.  He spoke on behalf of the Dunwoody Chamber of Commerce and on a request by Attorney Brian Anderson that he look into the impact of the hours of operation that are included in Chapter 4.  He reported the city has two legally operating businesses that cater to the second shift that would be affected by the late hours.  The Dunwoody Chamber of Commerce position is to promote economic development/growth that is consistent with our community values; a closing time of 4:00am does not meet community values.  The time roll back would result in the possibility of these establishments closing, however both businesses are willing to work with the city on this issue.
CONSENT AGENDA:  No Consent Agenda for tonight’s meeting.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  The Second Read of Ordinance 2008-10-04 approving Chapter 10: Elections was read by Acting City Clerk Jones.   Council Member Wittenstein made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2008-10-04: Chapter 10: Elections as presented.  Council Member Taylor seconded.  Mayor Wright called for any discussion.  There being no discussion, the motion carried unanimously.  (Ordinance 2008-10-04)
REPORTS AND PRESENTATIONS:  No Reports at this time.

NEW BUSINESS:

A discussion was held on Action Item J-1: Consulting Firm to assist with RFP Process for the City.  Council Member Wittenstein gave a brief review of the results of the Task Force put together by Dan Weber, to help with project management consulting services, developing a Request for Proposal program to try and establish/provide city services and to limit the time of services for this consulting contract.  Council Member Shortal expressed that time is of the essence, do it right the first time, that a management consulting services could go out and hire department heads that will help define city services (group the services together i.e. Public Works, Parks Mgmt) and coordinate and lead the way in the bidding process.  Council Member Ross suggested that Personnel be added to the list that the Consultants provide, to help develop job descriptions, hiring, etc.
Clarification was made by Council Member Ross explained this contract would be for consulting services, a short term engagement, not an outsourcing contract.  Council Member Taylor expressed discussions can go on and on, we need to make a motion to move forward, to have something come back to the council that they may consider.  Council Member Heneghan voiced concern that time is of the essence; he has read the report, he would like to see our revenues researched, our budget firmed up.  Mayor Wright called for a motion.  Council Member Wittenstein made a motion to direct the city attorney to enter into negotiations with Boyken International to develop a contract with mutually agreeable terms for Boyken International to assist the Dunwoody City Manager by performing the following professional services: 1) provide start up project management and consulting services and 2) assist the city in seeking qualified bidders with proposals and quotes to provide city services.   Council Member Shortal seconded the motion.  Council Member Ross made a motion to amend the motion to include the development of job descriptions and provide assistant to the city manger in hiring department head personnel.  Council Member Taylor seconded the motion.  Under further discussion, Council Member Ross asked that term of the contract includes termination language.  Council Member Shortal explained that Boyken International would be consulting only and not be able to bid on the projects.  Mayor Wright called for a vote on the amendment.  The amended motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Wright called for a vote on the original motion.  The original motion carried unanimously.  (ACTION ITEM)
CITY ATTORNEY:  Acting City Clerk Jones read Resolution 2008-10-08 for consideration. Council Member Taylor recused himself from this agenda item discussion as he has worked with Mr. Anderson.  Council Shortal made a motion to approve Resolution 2008-10-08: Appointing Brian Anderson as the Attorney for the City of Dunwoody.  Council Member Wittenstein seconded the motion.  Under discussion, Council Members Shortal reviewed the Attorney Selection process and explained Mr. Anderson has the experience needed for the job.  Council Member Heneghan supported this appointment. Council Member Ross agreed with Council Members Shortal and Heneghan and he thanked Mayor Wright for appointing Wade McGuffie who chaired this task force.  Mayor Wright thanked the committee for their hard work. Council Member Shortal called for a point of order and made a motion to end the discussion, Council Member Ross seconded.  The motion to end the discussion carried unanimously. The original motion carried unanimously.  (Resolution 2008-10-08)

OTHER BUSINESS:  Mayor Wright announced there will be no meeting tomorrow night.

PUBLIC COMMENT: No Public Comments.

There being no further business, Council Member Shortal made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Council Member Ross.  The motion carried unanimously and the meeting was adjourned.
