A RESOLUTION ESTABLSIHING THE LEVEL OF AUTHORIZATION FOR THE CITY MANAGER TO MAKE AND EXECUTE ALL LAWFUL CONTRACTS AND TO SIGN ALL ORDERS, CHECKS AND WARRANTS FOR PAYMENT OF MONEY
WHEREAS,
Section 3.04(7) of the City Charter authorizes the city manger to make and execute all lawful contracts on behalf of the city as to matters within the city manager´s level of authorization as established by the city council to the extent that such contracts are funded in the city´s budget, except such as may be otherwise provided by law; provided, however, that no contract purchase or obligation requiring a budget amendment shall be valid and binding until after approval of the city council.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council for the City of Dunwoody, while in session at a Regularly Scheduled Council Meeting on November 10, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. as follows:
1. The city manager’s level of authorization to make and execute all lawful contracts on behalf of the city is hereby established at a level not exceed $50,000 USD, except as may be otherwise provided by law
2. This Resolution shall become effective upon adoption.
